PUBLIC ASSISTANCE FACT SHEET
1. FOR GOVERNOR – Provide an intersection where the Governor and Director of SCEMD can go to see the most damage in a particular area.  Provide street names, GPS coordinates or both THIS IS NEEDED ASAP!  Provide to SEOC/SWP/Ops Chief.
2. ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS:  State, County, local municipalities, private non-profit, special purpose districts, and the Catawba Indian tribe.

3. FOR DECLARATION:  Both County and State thresholds must be met. The current threshold list is on the back of this Fact Sheet. The State threshold for 2015 is $6,732,522.99. Thresholds change every October 1st.

4. THRESHOLDS:  The dollar amount that determines the thresholds for the counties and the State is determined by FEMA using the Consumer Price Index and Census totals from the 2013 Census.  Until October 1, 2015 these numbers are $3.56/capita for counties and $1.41/capita for the State.  The small project threshold is > $ 3,040. The large project threshold is > $ 121,600. 
5. STATE’S ROLE: Act as liaison between the applicant/potential applicant and FEMA.

6. DAMAGE CATEGORIES:

a. EMERGENCY WORK – Overtime and some straight labor costs.  Equipment costs for entire time worked.

Cat A – Debris Removal.  

Cat B – Emergency Protective Measures

b. PERMANENT RESTORATION – eligible costs less insurance proceeds
Cat C – Roads, Signs, Bridges

Cat D – Water Control

Cat E – Buildings, Equipment, and Vehicles

Cat F – Public Utilities (Not investor owned like SCE&G, Progress Energy)

Cat G – Parks, Recreation, Other

7. DAMAGE must have occurred in the incident time period.

8. DEBRIS ESTIMATION:  Debris is reported in cubic yards (CY). Three potential examples of cubic yardage are:

a. Porta-Potty – 3 cy

b. Commercial dumpster – 9 cy

c. School Bus – 65 cy

9. DOCUMENTATION: Document all costs from the very beginning of an incident. All applicants are the record keepers and must keep and maintain all documents for a period of 3 years after the disaster is closed.

10. PDA:  FEMA, State, and locals participate in a PDA (Preliminary Damage Assessment).  PDA findings are sent to the Governor who in turn requests the President to authorize federal assistance.

11. FORMS:  Use the forms Local Initial Damage Assessment and Supplement to Local Damage Assessment – Public Assistance Forms.  

What we need:

a. Cat A - # of CY of debris to be removed.  Multiply by $10.00 for a dollar amount.

b. Cat B - Total of all costs incurred in performing emergency work.  Some examples of Cat B include:  sandbagging, traffic control, emergency communications, evacuation.

c. PERMANENT RESTORATION – The cost to repair/replace any of damage.
